The UAF Department of Music has proposed restructuring its current graduate degree 
program as a Master of Music in Performance (M.M.) degree program (Format 3). The 
M.M. degree would replace the current Master of Arts (M.A.) degree. An M.A. degree 
emphasizes broad-based experience in music history, theory, analysis, and literature 
through concentration in academic courses. The M.M. degree in Music Performance is 
better suited for students applying to doctoral programs and it better reflects and utilizes 
the strengths of the faculty in the UAF Department of Music. 

The Department's accrediting agency, the National Association of Schools of Music 
(NASM), noted in its most recent degree program review (A Y2010-2011) that the 
Department's M.A. degree does not accurately reflect either what an M.A. degree 
should be or what its graduate music students actually do in their course of study. By 
implementing the M.M. program, the Department will provide graduate students with 
the appropriate degree they seek. By replacing the M.A. degree with the M.M. degree, 
the Department will delete a program for which neither the required curriculum or the
